When war broke out, Daisy decided she would like to enlist and be a driver like Princess Elizabeth. Following an aptitude test, she and a couple of other girls were sent off to Devizes to train as Radar Operators. This was highly secret work and Daisy and her comrades learnt not only how to operate the equipment but also to maintain it and how to destroy it in the event of an invasion.
